Possible Coordination Activities Focused on 2008

PAG Chief Scientist Coordination Meeting (or internet and teleconference dialogue)

Purpose:

1. Bring together Chief Scientists and possibly group leaders to share information on field activities planned during ship-based operations in FY2007 and FY2008 in the PAG area of interest.

2. Prepare description of planned cruise operations, including a combined station list, with description of measurements to be made at each station and types of samples to be collected for later analysis.  If possible, plot all stations on one chart and consider adjusting stations to fill gaps and avoid undesirable overlap.

3. Identify sites and measurements in common and begin agreement on “standard sites” and “core measurements” that are collected on all cruises

4. Look for opportunities for collaboration during or after cruises.

5. Look for opportunities for data integration and synthesis after cruises.

Venue:

1. Spring 2007 (After ASSW) （Korea offers to host this meeting at new facilities at Incheon and will propose possible dates within a few weeks.  Most prefer late April as a good time.）China, Japan, Russia, US, Canada also agree to this meeting.
2. Easy-to-reach location in one of the PAG countries

PAG Model Coordination Meeting

Purpose:

1. Bring together scientists who are developing numerical models of the PAG region

2. Share expertise on model development and data assimilation

3. Discuss collaboration and joint models where appropriate

4. Discuss ideas for model-based products

5. Perhaps start with a teleconference, and hold a meeting if it seems useful.

Venue:  Convenient time and place after spring 2007

Initial task – identify existing model groups and points of contact. Have a teleconference among the points of contact to discuss in more detail the nature the proposed meeting.  Suggest IARC at UAF take the lead on organizing the teleconference.
Identify what we want from the models.  Diagnostic and prognostic.  Need to have both modelers and oceanographers meet together rather than modelers meeting in isolation.  Maybe at a future event, include field biologists too.  

Longer-term Activities

Hold a PAG science symposium (a component of IPY Global Synthesis)

Purpose:

1. present results from research, observation and modeling activities related to the PAG area

2. identify major new findings or understanding of state and processes in the PAG area

3. allow for self-organizing teams to prepare an integrated synthesis of the region that would be published through a peer-review process

4. seek to assemble an integrated data base

Timing:

1. Suggest late 2009 or 2010 for the symposium to allow time for analysis of all data collected in the IPY period.  (Take note of possible joint IASC-SCAR symposium in Norway in 2010, and plan to hold the PAG symposium in advance of the event in Norway.)
2. Suggest 2012 for the integrated synthesis to be based on results from the symposium and other sources, including retrospective data

Organization:

1. Establish a symposium planning team to work on the details and recruit session chairs and speakers, determine venue, identify funding needs and seek funding sources, etc.
If there is interest in any of these 3 ideas, then we should identify people who will develop these ideas further and be responsible for organizing them.  There are cost implications for these activities that should be considered at the beginning.  Use ASSW in March 2007 to continue planning of these events.
